Report on the Workshop on Crop Insurance in ASEAN

On May 15 and 16, 2024, we co-hosted a two-day workshop on crop insurance in ASEAN
with GIZ (German Development Cooperation) in Bali, Indonesia. The workshop was conducted
under the project “Promotion of Crop Insurance in ASEAN through the Public-Private
Partnership” funded by JAIF (Japan ASEAN Integration Fund) with the aim of providing
capacity building on crop insurance to ASEAN member states for its promotion.

The workshop was attended by 41 participants from 9 ASEAN member states (excluding
Singapore) and the ASEAN Secretariat. In the workshop, the results of a survey on the current
status of crop insurance in ASEAN member states and the efforts being made in each country
were shared. Also, participants discussed issues and capacity building needs related to crop
insurance in breakout sessions.

The project will conduct a technical training to address the needs identified in this

workshop and develop knowledge products as a reference for crop insurance promotion.
